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A supervisor and foreman in Chicago, Illinois, were terminated from employment on June 11,
2020 and issued a written reprimand on June 18, 2020, respectively, for violating company
policies. Specifically, our investigation found that the supervisor violated company policies by
driving a company-owned vehicle for personal use and operated the vehicle in excess of 90 mph
while using a cellular telephone without a hands-free device. In addition, the supervisor
directed the foreman to use another company-owned vehicle to tow the supervisor’s personally
owned vehicle.
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
