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Two senior Amtrak Information Technology employees were terminated on December
11, 2020 for violating company policies by (1) steering contracts to close personal
friends; (2) failing to disclose relationships between company employees and vendors;
(3) engaging in conflicts of interest by approving invoices for personal gain; and (4)
coordinating with contractors during a competitive solicitation, misrepresenting
Amtrak’s requirements, and engaging in other activities that undermined the
Procurement department’s ability to ensure its decisions were in the company’s best
interest.
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
