Tyler Deandre Johnson, a resident of Tampa, Florida, pleaded guilty on November 15, 

2022, in the U.S. District Court, Middle District of Florida, to one count fraud and 

related activity in connection with access devices and one count aggravated identity 

theft. Johnson is a co-conspirator with Darius Lopez, another defendant in the case, who 

previously pleaded guilty to fraud and related activity in connection with access 

devices. This investigation is being conducted jointly with the GSA Office of Inspector 

General.
