On February 21, 2023, Barron pleaded guilty in U.S. District Court,
District of Maryland, to one misdemeanor count of Theft of Government Property
related to his use of a General Services Administration fuel card issued to Amtrak to
fuel personal vehicles at a cost of approximately $6,580.20.
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
